OZET E.U. Gevher Nesibe Hastanesi ic Hastaliklari Ana Bilim Dali Gastroenteroloji Kliniginde Ulsersiz
dispepsi tanisi alan 79 hastada ve 87 asemptomatik kontrol grubun da, ELISA ile H. pylori'ye 6zgu IgG
ve IgA antikorlan arastinldi. Ayni zaman da H. pylori, 24 NUD'li hastada Gram boyama ve kiiltir ile 79
NUD'li hastada da CLO test ile arastirildi. NUD'li Hastalarin %95'inde 1gG, %64.6'sinda IgA seropozitifligi
elde edildi. H. pylori'ye 6zgli IgA antikorlari, erkek hastalarin %70.6'sinda, kadin hastalarin %60'inda
pozitif iken, IgG antl.urlan, erkek hastalarin %100'inde, kadin hastalarin %91'inde po zitif bulundu.
CLO test, kulltlir ve Gram boyama sirasiyla %83.3, %83.3 ve %66.6'smda pozitif sonug verdi. Kontrol
grubunda, IgG seropozitifligi %48.3, IgA seropozitifligi %31 idi. H. pylori'ye 6zgl IgA antikorlari,
erkeklerin %25'"'nde, kadinlarin %36.3'inde pozitif iken, IgG antikorlari, erkeklerin %33.3'lnde,
kadinlarin %58.8'inde pozitif bulundu.

SUMMARY In 79 patients with non-ulcer dyspep<-:'< (NUD) diagnosis sent by Internal Diasea- es
Department of Gastroenterology Clinic at Eiciyes Univercity Gevher Nesibe Hospi tal and 87
asymptomatic control subjects, IiiG and IgA antibodies for Helicobacter pylori were..' -sected by ELISA.
Helicobacter pylori was also searched by a rapid urea se test (CLO test) in 79 and by culture and Gram
staining in 24 patients with NUD. Of the patients with NUD, IgG seropositivity was 95 % and IgA
seropositivity was 64.6 %. IgG antibodies for Helicobacter pylori were found in 100 % of male and 91 %
of female patients, while IgA antibodies for Helicobacter pylori were positive in 70.6 % of males and 60
% of females. CLO test, culture and Gram staining gave posi tive results in 83.3 %, 83.3 % and 66.6 %
of these patients, respectively. In the control group, IgG seropositivity was 48.3 % and IgA
seropositivity was 31 %. IgG antibodies for Helicobacter pylori were found in 33.3 % of male and 58.8 %
of female subjects, while IgA antibodies for Helicobacter pylori were positive in 25 % of males and 36.3
% of females.
